Kline. He lived the ordinary life of 
an Alsaciau, learning the trade of 
a mason and at the age of twenty- 
six joined the army us n cavalry­
man, serving on the French side 
during the Prancho-Prussian War 1 
and was taken prisoner at Metz and 
was held a "prisoner within Ger­
many until Palm Sunday, 1873.
