Bernard E. Allen, GO, of Vermont- 

ville, former asriculliiral instructor 
in Nashville-Kelloss Hish school, 
died Saturday noun in a lialUe 
Cre:ek hbsyital where ho had been a 
■patient for a week.

Bernard  E. Allen was born Aug­
ust 18, 1880, in Grand Ledge, Mich­
igan, son of Clarence W. and Betsy 
Patterson Allen. He attended the 
Grand Ledge iniblic school, gradimt 
ing in the class of 19'tiy. Later he 

■ aUetl'd’ed Ivliohigan Stale Norma! 
college, Yiisilami, and Michigan 
S tate  college. East Lansing, when; 
lie received his Ba<-helor of Sidence 
degree and completed work for 
his Masters’ degree.

August 29, 1914, Mr. Allen was 
united in marriage to Mildred 
Shane of Grand Ledge. To this uti- 
ion was horn one daugliter.

Burial was in Woodlawn cemetery, 
Vermontville, with Masonic rites.

Mr. Allen was a member of the 
Nashville teaching staff from the 
fall of 1940 until last .June, when he 
retired, after 35 yeai's as a  teacher. 
He sig-ned 'Ills first teaching and 
athletic coaching contract a t  Mar- 
lette. Later he was sniierinteiulent 
of schools at Memphis two years, at 
Brighton four years and at William- 
ston one year. He tlien took a ])osi- 
tion with the state department of 
public instruction, going to Ben- 
zonia, where he reorganized the 12- 
grade school into one of the first 
rural agricultural scliools in the 
state. He remained there four years, 
a fter  wliicli he tauglit four years at 
Mendon, where lie organized an 
agricultural department. After an 
in terval of two years during wliich 
he was a cost engineer for the De­
tro it  T rus t  company, lie returned 
to Mendon for anotlier six years. He 
headed the  consolidation procedure 
which combined rural districts 
with the Mendon school.

In 1937 Mr. Allen was hired as 
agricultura l tcaclier at Vermonl- 
vllle Hig.li seliool and from 1940 un­
til 194G he served as superiiitoiid- 
ent' During the four years lie 
headed Nashville’s agricultural de­
partm en t he al.so tauglit science 
subjects. He had his B. S. degree 
from Michigan S tate  college, where 
he also had done graduate  work.

Mr.'A llen was a  member of Vor- 
montyille  I^ d g e  No. 232, F. & A. M., 
whi'eb-be twice had served as Wor- 
shiptu) Master.'
