The farmer’s daughter who 
came to great wealth and re­
nown through I'er husband s 
genius and her faith in his work 
was the victim of a heart ail­
ment.

She died at 2 a. m. (EST) in 
Henry Ford ho-^pital. A family 
spokesman said Uie cause of death 
was acute coronary occlusion.

For some time Mrs. Ford had been 
troubled with a heart condition and 
in recent months she had twice vis­
ited the hospital.

On each occasion she had returned 
to the Ford estate. "Fairlane," in 
suburban Dearborn and continued
