The above is a very good likeness of 
nurnham Xash, who with his aged wife 
were burned to death when their house, 
two miles directly nortii of town, was 
destroyed by fire early Friday morn­
ing. The bodies were cliarred beyond 
recognition. Mr. Nash was dre.ssed, 
with the exception of one shoe, Imt 
Mrs. Nash was evidently in bed wiien 
tiiey discovered the fire. Typical of 
their years of filial devotion the aged 
husband had carried tlie feeble wife to 
a window where their bodies wore 
found by Floyd I’ lodgett. .Mr. Kramer 
and Charles Towe, who brolsc in the 
back door of thehonse. The exact 
origin of tiio fire or I he circumstances 
preceding the discovery will never be 
known, but it is presumed the house 
filled with gas and exploded. Mr. 
Nash and his wife travelled through 
this section for years selling medicine, 
particulariy a brand called “Pain 
King” that can bo found in the medi­
cine cabinets of many Eaton county 
hopiQS. They were always together 
and despite the tragetly of their deaths 
it was fitting they die together, making 
their years of comradship unbroken.

Mr. Herbert H. Nagle, for a num­
ber of years a resident of this com­
munity, passed away last Wednes­
day, Sept. 14, at Portland, Oregon. 
Many of the “old-timers” of Ver- 
montville will remember him. Born 
Aug. 20 1876, at Fremont, Ohio, he 
moved with his parents to Vermont- 
ville in 1878, and spent the early 
years of his life on the fgrm 1 1-2 
miles east of town. He attended the 
Hallenbeck district school and the 
Vermontville High school. Later he 
took training at a Telegraphei’s’ 
school in Valparaiso, Ind., and ob­
tained his first experience in railroad 
oflice work at the local Michigan 
Central depot. Since then he has 
served continuously the Noithern 
Pacific Railway, first in North Da­
kota, then in Washington, Idaho, and 
lastly at the Terminal station in 
Portland Oregon, for some 30 years 
or more.

Mr. Nagle spent the last four 
months in a hospital, where he un­
derwent a serious surgical operation 
early this summer, and having suf­
fered from leukemia for several 
years, he never recovered from the 
effects of the operation.

He will be remembered by those 
who knew him so well in his early 
life in this community for his gen­
ial, friendly spirit. He was a 32nd 
degree Mason and a firm believer in 
God, and never forgot the early 
training which he received in the lo­
cal Methodist church and Sunday 
school, which he attended as a lad 
with his p a r e n t , ■ .
