] William ’A. Comstock, 
11, Dies of Stroke

Alpena—C?)—Willianr A. Com­
stock. 71, Michigan's depression 
governor, died Thursday night.

I Mr. Comstock iiad been critically 
j ili since May 25, when he suffered 
: a  stroke while vacationing near his 
I home here. He was brought to Al- 
,pena Genera! hospital, 
j When death came a t  10 p. m., 
Ithe former governor’s wife, Jose- 
Iphine, and his son, William Com- 
: stock III, were a t  his hospital bed­
side.

Mr. Comstock, 5on of David Com­
stock, one of northern Michigan’s 
early lumber barons, rose to the
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lighest office in the state when the 
Democratic landslide swept him 

I'nto office in 1932.
Previously he had been tJie party ’s 

unsucce.ssful standard - bearer in 
1926. 1928 and 1930—years when 
the Democratic vole in Michigan 
V as extremely small.

Supported Wilkie.
He deserted the Democratic party 

to support Republican Wendell 
Wilkie in his hid for the presidency 
in 1940.

The Comstock administration was 
marked t)y an eight-day holiday 
declared by the governor well in 
advance of the Jiational holiday.

After he retired from stale poli­
tics, he was elected four times to 
Detroit’s common (city) council 
Oil a nonpartisan ticket. He held 
tha t  office at the time of his death.

Funeral services will be held in 
the Trinity episcopal church here. 
Burial will be in the family plot 
in E \ergreen  cemetery.
