• LAKE ODESSA, June 17 — John 

M. Bower, oldest resident oi Lake 
Odessa, celebrated his 99th birth­
day very quietly at his home Thurs­
day, June 16.

Born in Thamesville, Ontario, 
Canada, the only hying child of the 
family of six children of Henry and 
Anna McDonald Bower.

Grandpa Bower, as he is familiar­
ly known, has a very keen and 
ftlert mind and a wonderful mem­
ory and still recites poems learned 
us a boy and also has composed 
several. He has always been very 
active, walking to town or visiting 
friends and relatives every day un­
til an illness several months ago 
from whicjj he has never fully re 
covered. His hobbies are reading 
and his flowers and vegetable gar- 

/den and he had always taken care 
of it until this year.

Mr. Bower was converted when a 
young man at the West Odessa 
church and later transferred his 
membership to the United Brethren 
church in Lake Odessa and was a 
trustee of the c h u r c h  for many 
years after it was built about 1895. 
He has always been an active and 
devoted church worker since a small 
boy and tells he was secretary at 
the Tamarac church when about 17 
years old. He also tells an inter­
esting story of his forefathers, how 
his grandfather, Samuel Bower, re­
ceived a medal in the Revolutionary 
war which is still in the family.

Mr. B o w e r  also remembers his 
parents telling of coming by boat on 
the river to Detroit and by team 
of horses to Ypsilanti when he was 
only four years old. They later 
move'' to Woodland township and 
whe' i young man moved to what 
is no known as the Bower home 
stead :our miles northwest of town 
and h/ed in a log cabin until the 
present frame house wds built. He 
moved to the village about 1920.

He has seen the community gi'ow,. 
farmland cleared, the town moved r  
from Bonanza Corners, one h a lf -  
mile north, to the present location 
when the railroad was built about' 
1387.

Mr. Bower’s first wife (Rachel 
Lepard Bower) died in October, 1932, 
and his second wife, Cora Monks 
Bower, died about a year ago; also 
a son. Merton, died four years ago.. 
His other children are Mrs. J. J.”

' Griebel, Mrs. George Barker and 
Mrs. ArviUa Murty of Lake Odessa, 
the latter is residing with him for 
the present, and a son, Tello, of 
Big Rapids, with whom he spent 
the winter: 16 grandchildren, 25 
great and 4 great-great-grandchil­
dren.
