A young man and woman were 
arrested Wednesday night In 
Grand Rapids and an al-ni.v ser­
geant was placed in custody at 
Kansas City, Kan., for questioning 
in the fatal assault Nos'. G of Leo 
W. Hoke, 29, of 4461 Clyde Park 
av., SW, u’ho died Wednesday aft­
ernoon at Blodgett Memorial hos­
pital of head injuries.

and witnesses. The local arrests

bar, thc.v rcpo.rted. Both were be­
ing held Thursday at the Kent 
county jail.

Dr. G. A. Mulder conducled a 
post-mortem e.xaminaiion at Ihc 
hospital late Wednesday afternoon 
to determine the e.\act cause of 
Hoke’s death. Hoke had been 
transferred to Blod hospital 
late Tuesday night for emergency 
brain surgery after his coiidilion 
une.xpectedly became worse at 
Burton Heights Osteopathic hos­
pital, members of Hoke's family 
said.

Under questioning Wedne.sday 
night, the local youth related he 
atid the joung woman and the sol­
dier and the latter's wife had been 
drinking in Iho bar, where Iloke 
also was drinking. When'’the group 
stepped outside, he stated, the 
scuffle started but he could give 
no reason for the alJ.ercation, in­
vestigators reported.
