Widow of Ex-Governor, 
Indigent Hospital Patient, 

Succninbs at Detroit

DETROIT, Feb. 5 LT) — Mrs. 
Woodbridge N. Ferris, 72, widow of 
.Michigan’s former governor and 
lUnited Stales senator, died today' 
a t  Wayne County General hospital 
after  a long illness.
I Mrs. Ferris  was active in Demo- 
Icralic circles and was a candidate 
for various offices several limes 
lafler hei- husband’s death.

In 1937, she announced she would 
.seek the Democratic nominationi 
for govcinor, but later abandoned 
the idea becnu.se, she said, "Being 
govcrnoi' of Michigan is a man’s 
job,”Ferri.s, governor from 1913 to 
1917 and senator from 1922 until 
his death in 1929, founded Ferris 
institute a t  Big Rapids.

Mrs. Ferr is  disclosed in 1946 that 
the ,$2.50,000 estate left by her hus- 

jband had been wiped out by the 
[depression and poor investments. 
She had been an indigent patient 
at the county ho.spilal since 1948.

Boi-n in Indianapolis, Mrs. F e r ­
ris was graduated from DePauw 
university in 1905 and taught mu­
sic in her home town for many
years.Hospital officials said a  niece in 
.Stillwater, Okla., was the Closest 
Isurviving relative.__________ _____
