When the squad arrived, Mrs. 
Dyer was sitting in a chair. She 
was having difficulty breathing

and life saving oxygen was ad­
ministered.

After 20 minutes, firemen re 
ported, the woman seemed to 
be doing OK. Then she stopped 
breathing. The inhalator squad 
tried again, but couldn’t revive 
her.

Mrs. Dyer came close to- set 
ting an all-time record for in­
halator runs, firemen said.

The record was held by the 
late Harry Cove of 219 N. Foster 
Avd.J who died at 96 in 1955 
aftW being revived 173 times.

Mrs. Dyer was a life-time 
resident of Lansing and DeWitt.

She is survived by a daugh­
ter, Mrs. Christine Deatsman 
of Lansing; one grandchild, and 
a brother, Frank Rohrer of De- 
Witt.
