O f Heart Attack
Myron P. Rogers, 73, of Chester 

township, a former member of 
the Eaton County board of super­
visors and Chester Township 
clerk and treasurer from 1930 un­
til 1940, died of a heart attack 
at 2 p.m. Friday while shoveling 
snow at his home.
