'I GREENVILLE, S.C. (UPI)— 

Job Jones Sr. one of Christiani- 
;y’s leading fundamentalists and 
Sounder of the “ world’s m o s t  
inusual university,”  died today, 
le was 84.

.1 A spokesman at Bob Jones 
{ University gave no cause for 

death, saying only that it came 
^^fter a long illness.”

Jones, already an internation 
ally-known evangelist in 1927, 
decided to build a school “ that 
will dispel the idea that is going 
around that if you have old-time 
religion, you have to have a 
greasy nose, dirty fingernails, 
baggy pants and ftat you must 
not shine your shoes.”

Bob J o n e s  College, f i r s t  
started in College Point, Fla., 
with 88 students. It moved later 
to Cleveland. Tenn.. and in 1947 

Jopenod in Greenville as Bob

Jones decreed that boys and 
girls going to his university had 
to keep their bodies at least six 
inches apart and forbade them 
HoUjwood movies.

Drinking was strictly forbid­
den, and sexually integrated 
groups were not allowed to use 
the gymnasium, the swimming 
pool or the tennis courts at “ the 
world’s most unusual universi­
ty.”

No Negroes attend the schoo 
and the university, with Bo 
Jones Jr., as president, has tol 
the government it does n( 
expect any federal educatio 
funds.

The elder Jones served a 
chairman of the university' 
board of trustees until hi 
retirement in 1964. He wa 
succeeded as chairman by hi 
son in 1947 when the universit 
settled here.

Born one of 12 children m 
Dale County, Alabama, Jones 
preached for over 70 years, 
starting as a revivalist at the 
age of 13.

He was the only living person -------- -------------------- -
