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Mary Chalfield Wells' was born in 
Oneida county in the state of New 
York, Oct. 2(itb, 1822. With lier fath­
er’s family she came to tliis state in 
January, 1839, localin)t iii tlie township 
of Sunlield, Eaton county. October 20th, 
1811, she was married to Wm. A . 
Wells and with hirn moved onto tlieir 
farm on Sec. 33 of tlie township of Sun- 
field wlicre she resided until the time of 
her deutil, March ̂ 21st, of the present 
year. A t  the time of her deatli Mrs. 
Wells was 7i years of ntje and had lived 
with her hnshaud, who survives her, 
years Slio was tlie mother of six cliil- 
dren live of whom witli twenty Rrand- 
chlldreii and iive great-Kraud-childreu 
survive her.

Mrs. Wells was one of the first white 
women to make her home in the town 
ship of Sunlield and has lived to see an 
unbroken wilderness transroniied into 
fruitful lields,audlOK shanties and bark 
covered cabins, devoid of evuryUiing bnt 
the barest necessities, replaced by homes 
of comfort aiid luxury. There is much 
that might be said in praise of her life, 
but it is written too indelibly iu the 
hearts of those who shared with her the 
privations and the toils of pioneer days 
to require any lengthy recital here.

We knew aud loved her as a faithful 
and helpful wife, a wise and loving 
mother, a neighbor whoso feet were 
never too weary to go on earrands of 
mercy to those who were in need of 
helpful ministrations and as one whose
