Post.—Bert, aged eighty-three, died April 28,
1961, less than a year after the death of his wife.

For many
years in the bean and grain businesses, where he
had built up a reputation for integrity that won
him the respect of trade, he had weathered fi-
nancial reverses that only spurred him on to
greater effort.
