His Father, the Late Dr. Chas.
S. Snell, Was one of the Best- 
Known Men in the County
LeRoy Snell, 74, died in a Lan­

sing hospital Monday after a 
month’s illness. His father, the 
late Dr. Charles S. Snell, had one 
of the largest acquaintances -in 
the county for three decades. The 
son was a graduate of Olivet as 
were his three children. His wife, 
the late Edna Hawkins, another 
well-known Vermontville name, 
died several'years ago. ' ■

Mr. Snell, during a long jour­
nalistic career, authored ten 
books, most of them boys’ stbries.
He began his writing career in 
1917 when he became an associate .• d 
editor of the Michigan Farmer. He 
left the magazine in 1919 to be- 2®._- 
come an associate editor of theL5> 
American Boy for the next 12|t|_; 
years.

In 1936 he became a member o: 
the Olivet college faculty where 
he remained for 14 years. In 1950 
he joined the Oklahoma A. and 

college staff at Stillwater,
.da. Ill health forced him to re­

tire the following year.
He is survived by two daugh­

ters, Mrs. Raymond Spencer of 
Berkley, and Mrs. Arthur Hoyt, 
Topeka, Kan., and a son, Charles 
J. of Oak Park, and one sister.
Miss Lorena Jane Snell, of Ver­
montville.
