welfare department to transfer pa­
tients to homes where care was 
cheaper. Mrs. Beadle cared for the 
three patients for more than _a 
year without charge rather than 
turn a deaf ear to their pieas> to 
stay.
' The nation heard about her In 
1948 when Tom Breneman, pro­
ducer of the famous “Breakfast 
Club” radio program, sent her one 
of his orchids for being a “‘good 
neighbor”.

Mrs. Beadle had been in poor 
health, since last May. She had 
been bed-ridden for a month prior 
to her death.

She was born in West Windsor 
township, June 21, 188L Her hus­
band, Lina C., a former employe of 
the Motor .Wheel corporation, died 
last November.
