First Kellogg 'Sweetheart 
Of Corn' Dies in Charlotte

Mrs. Fanny May Russell, 73, 
o f Charlotte, the Kellogg Com­
pany’s original “Sweetheart of 
the Corn,” died at 2:30 p.m. 
Thursday at the Hayes-Green- 
Beach Hospital in Charlotte. She 
had been ill since Christmas.

When chosen “Sweetheart” in 
1911, she was Miss Fanny Bry­
ant, a Kellogg secretarial em­
ploye. Her picture, showing her 
clad in a gingham gown and 
holding a bundle of cornstalks, 
went around the world on Kel­
logg packages and in Kellogg 
Co. advertising.

Here for Celebration 
As Mrs. Thomas Russell, she 

was here in 1956 for the com­
pany’s 50th anniversary cele­
bration at which time Anita 
Nell Miller was bonneted as the 
new “Sweetheart of the Corn.” 

Mrs. Russell was born in 
Brookfield Township, E a t o n  
County, on Jan. 1, 1885, a 
daughter of Walter and Anna 
(Savacool) Bryant. As a girl 

[she worked in the office of 
the Charlotte Republican news­
paper. When she decided to 
xome to Battle Creek and enroll 
at the Argubright Business Col­
lege, Harry McGrath, then pub­
lisher of the Charlotte paper, 
told her that if she completed 
the course he would give her a gold watch. She finished up 
two months ahead of the allot­
ted time and received the 
watch.

She first married Elton John­
son, an executive at the box fac­
tory of the Postum Cereal Co., 
and a former exalted ruler of 
the Elks Lodge. They moved to 
Grand Rapids when Mr. John­
son joined a box company 
there. He died in Grand Rapids 
in 1928.

Husband Survives 
In 1954, Mrs. Russell married 

Thomas Russell, who survives. 
Mr. Russell is a retired black­
smith, formerly of Jackson, 
where one of his specialties was 
shoeing race horses.

Mrs. Russell was a member 
of St. John’s Episcopal Church 
.in Charlotte and of the Order 
of Eastern Star and the Re- 
bekah Lodge in Jackson.
